It’s back!  Picnic in the Park is back, and better than ever!  The Rastaprarians from Saskatoon will be playing for your enjoyment.  They are a 9 piece band that plays rock, country, soul, blues, reggae and other genres.  We have 2 clowns, a magician, a balloon animal expert, face painting and a market place. Tax notices will be sent out the first or second week of June after the assessment roll has closed.  The discount will apply the same as it has in years past.  Payments may be made by e-transfer, or by cheque or the village office will accept cash on the days that it is open. Please remember that if you are paying by cheque, allow time for mailing to ensure you receive your full discount.  Taxes may be paid prior to the levy, if you wish.  Please note that your property taxes are made up of two components—municipal taxes which are determined by the Village and school taxes which are determined by the province.   
Swimming lessons will be available at the beach this summer.  We are pleased that Shaeley was able to return to teach again this year.  You can contact her at sdouglascoaching@gmail.com for registration or if you require any information.  Rates are available on the website.

You will notice that there is now a “no wake” zone in the bay.  This is for everyone’s safety.  We have been lucky so far, but we are growing as a village and there are more people using the water.  A reminder that Transport Canada Small Vessels Regulations or the Boating Restriction Regulations apply and you can be ticketed for infractions.  Signs will be posted but you can see the website for more details.
On January 1st of this year, the Saskatchewan government replaced The Uniform Building and Accessibility Standards Act with The Construction Codes Act. Local authorities are responsible for administering and enforcing the CC Act through the adoption of a local building bylaw and the appointment of a licensed building official. You will need to apply for a development permit before starting to build.  It is available on the website.
Garbage pickup is now weekly until after Thanksgiving. Pick up is Mondays, or Tuesdays if there is a holiday Monday.  Tags are available at the village office for $3.50 each.
Our current administrator, Dot Andrews, will be retiring in several years.  A new administrator will have to be hired and trained.  Depending on the qualifications of the new administrator, this could be as long as two years.  The posting will close on June 10th.
 A few reminders for both new and existing owners:

· By provincial law, ATV’s can only be operated by people over the age of 16.  All governance for ATV’s is done by the province and the Village cannot pass by-laws superceding the province.
· Keep your yards clean and manage your garbage.  Bears and foxes can create real problems.

· Please note that no pets are allowed in the parks.  Signs are posted as a reminder.
· Due to some vandalism last year, there are now cameras posted at the Minigolf.

· Fire bans are posted on the website and on signs at the entrance to the Village.  We follow the RM of Mervin and institute our fire bans for the same period.  Check the website for more information.  Fire bans also cover fireworks.
· Fireworks require a permit from the Village office (or permission from the Fire Chief) before use.  Sky lanterns (also known as Chinese or Japanese lanterns) are banned.

· CCL has their new tower up and running to provide internet service.  Their contact information is on the website.  Finally, there are some options for rural customers!

One further item that needs to be mentioned.  If the fire department dispatches a truck to your property, it will cost you $980.45 per hour, capped at $5000.  If there is a second truck dispatched to your location, it will cost you an additional $980.45/hr.  If the second truck comes from St. Walburg or Turtleford, that truck will cost you $980.45/hr, capped at $5000.  So a major fire could cost you $15,000.  Premiums for coverage under your home insurance are very reasonable, so it might be worth checking with your broker to see if you have coverage.
