There is also an addition of a train ride for the kids--we continue to have 2 clowns, a magician, a balloon animal expert, face painting and a market place. And you can always find yourself a great deal while supporting the event, as we are having another silent auction, but best of all, Jane Veltikold has agreed to organize the golf cart/bicycle parade again. This was so much fun seeing everyone’s creativity! See you on July 2 for our village annual event.
 We are excited about this year’s raffle! It is full of a lot of summer fun. 1st prize is a FTR Model 1 Four seat Golf Cart. You’ll be the envy of the entire village in this upscale model! It has lots of extras! 2nd prize is Yeti Cooler Roadie—you can hit the road this summer in style with this cooler! 3rd prize is a kids inflatable paddle board, because a kid can never have too much fun! 4th Prize is a Hanging Chair for your yard to keep you chill in the sun!
Tax notices will be sent out the 3rd week of May after the assessment roll has closed.  The discount will apply the same as it has in years past.  Payments may be made by e-transfer, debit card, cheque or the village office will accept cash on the days that it is open. Please remember that if you are paying by cheque, allow time for mailing to ensure you receive your full discount.  Taxes may be paid prior to the levy, if you wish.  Please note that your property taxes are made up of two components—municipal taxes which are determined by the Village and school taxes which are determined by the province.   
Swimming lessons will be available at the beach this summer.  We are pleased that Randa Hills was able to continue this tradition. You can contact her at Log into Facebook Randa Hills for registration or if you require any information.  Rates are available on the website. We are very excited that Amanda Delainey  may have an opportunity to offer Aquasize. We will announce further information on the website as she receives her certification. This is a great activity for all age levels.
  We will be installing the “no wake” zones in the bay again this year. The positive feedback is appreciated as this is for everyone’s safety.  We have been lucky so far, but the lake continues to grow as does the village, and there are more people using the water.  A reminder that Transport Canada Small Vessels Regulations or the Boating Restriction Regulations apply and you can be ticketed for infractions. It is illegal to operate at greater than an unposted speed limit of 10km/h (6 mph) within 30 meters (100 feet) of the Shore. Signs will be posted but you can search the website for further information. https://laws-lois.justice.gc.ca/eng/regulations/sor-2008-120/
Garbage pickup is now weekly until after Thanksgiving. Pick up is Mondays, or Tuesdays if there is a holiday Monday.  Tags are available at the village office for $3.50 each.
Public reserve is there (in many cases) to allow public access to the lake front.  Any attempt to restrict access to the public reserve on lake front through the construction of fences/ barriers/ relocation of survey pins, etc, may result in a request to have the barriers removed at the expense of the property owner who has encroached on public reserve.
The Village would like to thank Sask Lotteries for their donation of $789.00 to help cover the cost of importing beach sand.
The Village notices that a lot of residents walk the highway In front of the village for their exercise. The speed which people drive the curve in the road this could be hazardous for pedestrians. We have applied for a grant with SGI to get digital speed signs to help decrease the speeds so everyone can enjoy the road. If the application is successful, we could see these being put up in July.
 A few reminders for both new and existing owners:

· By provincial law, ATV’s can only be operated by people over the age of 16.  All governance for ATV’s is done by the province and the Village cannot pass by-laws superseding the province.  No dirt bikes can be operated in the Village.
· Keep your yards clean and manage your garbage. Bears and foxes can create real problems. We also would like to add “Please Do NOT Feed the foxes.”
· Due to some vandalism, there are now cameras posted at the Minigolf.

· Fire bans are posted on the website and on signs at the entrance to the Village.  We follow the RM of Mervin and institute our fire bans for the same period.  Check the website for more information.  Fire bans also cover fireworks.
· Fireworks require a permit from the Village office (or permission from the Fire Chief) before use.  Sky lanterns (also known as Chinese or Japanese lanterns) are banned.

· We ask when you are walking that you keep pets on a leash as not all residents are comfortable with animals free roaming.  Remember that you are responsible for cleaning up after your pet.
· Please note that the Village has passed a new bylaw regarding pets.  It is on the website for ratepayers to review.  It limits the number of animals that can be kept on a property, the responsibilities of the owner, and limits the interference that people other than the owner have with the pet in question.
We feel this is important to mention again.  If the fire department dispatches a truck to your property, it will cost you $980.45 per hour, capped at $5000.  If there is a second truck dispatched to your location, it will cost you an additional $980.45/hr.  If the second truck comes from St. Walburg or Turtleford, that truck will cost you $980.45/hr., capped at $5000.  So, a major fire could cost you $15,000.  Premiums for coverage under your home insurance are very reasonable, so it might be worth checking with your broker to see if you have coverage.
